The method of Adorn
1. Be yourself (Image of God/worship)  

Matthew 5:16

“Let your light shine before men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father who is in heaven.”
a. What you have in common with people in the world: the image of God 
b. What makes you different from people in the world: the likeness of God
Being the light of the world is a direct call on the Christian to reveal by their lives the image of God within culture, society, environment, and people around them. You image the good things in them, while maintaining the likeness of God in you. For the Christian to “Be themselves” is a call to be both an imager of God and an imitator of God in the world.

2. Go outside the gate to where the people are (Mission) 

John 4:4

“And He had to pass through Samaria”
a. be intentional

b. take initiative 

c. expend yourself 

This should be where the Christian is best able to cultivate their own identity as imagers of God. 

3. Frequent that place (Community)   
Acts 17:22-23

“So Paul stood in the midst of the Areopagus and said, "Men of Athens, I observe that you are very religious in all respects. For while I was passing through and examining the objects of your worship, I also found an altar with this inscription, 'TO AN UNKNOWN GOD.' Therefore what you worship in ignorance, this I proclaim to you.”

a. Observe

b. Passing through

c. Examine

Immerse yourself there.

4. Find your “Lydia” (Discipleship)

Acts 16:12-13

“on the Sabbath day we went outside the gate to a riverside, where we were supposing that there would be a place of prayer; and we sat down and began speaking to the women who had assembled. A woman named Lydia, from the city of Thyatira, a seller of purple fabrics, a worshiper of God, was listening…”

· Commitments to that person: At least six months 
· Warning: Refrain from painting a target on them
